It has an open -air theatre where cultural events are performed on a daily basis. Delhi Haat INA is
located in the commercial centre of South Delhi, opposite the INA Market. Run by Delhi Tourism and
Transportation Development Corporation (DTTDC), the market offers a plethora of traditional crafts and
handloom products including rosewood and sandalwood carvings, embellished camel hide footwear,
sophisticated fabric and drapery, gems, beads, brassware, metal crafts, and silk and wool fabrics,
copperware, chandeliers, cane & jute products etc. In addition to this, the market has savoury lip
smacking food cuisines from varied parts of India - momos from Himachal Pradesh, Bamboo hot chicken
from Nagaland, Kahwa & Kebabs from Jammu, Pooranpoli from Maharastra etc.

Sprawling over a vast 6 acres of land, the area was converted into a food plaza cum cultural
market in 1994. The DILLI HAAT provides the ambience of a traditional Rural Haat or village market,
but one suited for more contemporary needs. Here one can see the beautiful synthesis of crafts, food and
cultural activity. This Food and Craft Bazar is a treasure house of Indian culture, handicrafts and ethnic
cuisine, A unique bazaar, in the heart of the city, it displays the richness of Indian culture on a permanent
basis.

Under India's Chairmanship of the SCO Council of Heads of State in 2023, we would like to
invite Member States to showcase their unique national textile traditions to an Indian audience. It is
remarkable that the SCO Member States have several shared textile traditions that have moved from one
country to the other and have influenced and enriched each other Ikkat textiles from Central Asia and
Suzni threadwork and embroidery are some of the many such instances .
